The innovative group also make gallery installations, books, photographic collaborations,
videos and site-specific pieces to push the boundaries of ways of creating a dialogue with today’s audiences.

This thought provoking production will have you questioning what the future holds as the two performers,
Cathy Naden and Jerry Killick, float ideas of various futuristic scenarios. Fairground lights frame the stage
in a performance that is intimate in setting but infinite in scope.
