The magical tale unfolds live in front of your eyes as the cartoonist, Cathy Wilcox (SMH, The Age), 

draws the pictures while the story is narrated by local actor Raelee Hill (Superman Returns, Water 

Rats, Farscape). 

 

The drawings of the journey emerge projected onto a large screen bringing the whole story alive on 

stage. The result is a magical adventure accompanied by a delightful soundtrack performed live on 

stage by composer Dean Stevenson that makes for a unique and utterly charming theatrical 

experience.
