Getting there

The performance is located at:

Corner Market &, Church St,
Parramatta NSW 2150

| can get to Riverside Theatre
by train, bus, walking, ferry,

taxi or by car.
Riverside is a 30-minute drive

from Sydney CBD.
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Public transport/ Walking/ Taxi or Rideshare/Car

BY TRAIN

Parramatta is linked from all directions by train. Riverside is approximately a 12-minute walk from
Parramatta Train Station. Exit from Darcy Street, turn right towards Church Street and follow it up to
the theatre, just across the Lennox Bridge.

BY BUS
Bus services are available to Parramatta from all directions: through Hills Bus, Sydney Buses and
Hopkinsons.The nearest bus stops are on Wilde Ave/Smith St —a short walk away from the theatre.

BY FERRY
Parramatta Wharf is an enjoyable 8-minute walk to us along the river.

BY CAR
Church Street is currently closed to general traffic between Market & Macquarie Streets, to allow
for Parramatta Light Rail works. If you are planning on driving, allow extra fime to find parking and

to reach the venue.
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Check In/Ticking

| willneed a ticket tosee the show. If |
haven't got a ticket, when! arrive, | can
go to the Box Office to get a ticket. |
willneed to waitin aline.

Before the show starts, | might need to
waitin the foyer. This is where | can
relax with my family or friends unfil the
performance starts.

| can enter the theaterdoors
approximately 10-15 minutes prior to

Before the performance starts

When the show starts the lights will turn
downto make the theatre darker, but
it willnot go completely dark.

This is now the time | can sit quietly to
listen and watch the performance. If |
need to talk fo my friends or family
during the show | can whisper.

| will be seeing a theatre show, not @
movie. There will be real people on
stage called performers. They might
play music, sing, dance or tellme @
story. They might wear costumes or
make-up. This helps them to tell the
story.
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What to expect during the performance

The performance takes about 20mins.

Some things | will see and hear during the
performance are:

Smoke and haze effects

Dancing

Acrobatics

Loud instfruments, such as drums, guitar and
saxophone.

The performers will be wearing different
costumesthroughout the performance.

If | arrive late, | will be admitted at an appropriate
break in the performance.
| should arrive early to avoid missing the start,
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End of the performance

When the show is finished, people will
clap their hands. This is to thank the
performers. | can clap along if | want
to, if itis tooloud, | can use my noise
cancelling headphones.

When the performance is finished, the
lights willturn on and | can exit the
theatre at one of the open doors, an
usher willbe there 1o help guide the
way.
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Toilets

| can find accessible toilets inside the
venue; they will be clearly marked with
a red sign on the outside.

The staff at Riverside Theater can help
me find the toilets if | need help.

| should fry to use the toilet before or
after the performance, so that | don’t
miss out on anything exciting.
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Who will | see, and who can help me?

If | need help, | can ask a Riverside Theater
Front of House staff member who be

working throughout the performance. They will
be able to provide me with information and
help with first aid.

| can identify them by their black shirt with
the Riverside Theater logo.
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Quiet Spaces and

Hidden Disabilities Sunflower Lanyard
